State-of-the-art cardiac implantable electronic devices: 

Where are we now and where do we go from here?

The number of patients with heart disease living with a cardiac implantable electronic 

device, such as an implantable cardioverter defi brillator or a bi-ventricular pacemaker 

providing cardiac resynchronization therapy has increased substantially, and is projected to 

increase also in the future. At present, nearly one million patients in North America and 

more than 800,000 in Europe have an implantable electronic device. Although the medical 

benefi ts of device therapy are unequivocal, it is associated with complications, includ-

ing infection, inappropriate shocks, potential malfunctioning of the hardware (i.e., device 

advisories), and psychological stress in individual patients. This symposium will focus on 

several of these aspects, including the evolution, status quo, and future of device therapy. 

The interdisciplinary research center CoRPS is an initiative of the Department of Medical 

Psychology and Neuropsychology of the Faculty of Social and Behavioral Sciences (FSW) of 

Tilburg University in cooperation with the Department of Methodology and Statistics, the 

executive boards of the St. Elisabeth Hospital and the TweeSteden Hospital in Tilburg, and 

the Comprehensive Cancer Center – Southern region (IKZ). CoRPS addresses issues in the 

interface between medical and behavioral sciences.
